Chips & Salsa Academic    
Project 
Under both the ACE and Los 
Libertadores initiatives, ISTEC is 
developing a well designed and 

stable web-based educational platform 
called "Chip&Salsa" that is composed of a 
set of servers that allow the deposit, sharing 
and delivery of academic material to be 
used in regular and formal educational ac-
tivities among the ISTEC participating in-
stitutions. The Chip&Salsa platform is com-
patible with the European “Ariadne” plat-
form. 
 
These WEB-based educational tools incor-
porate several services such as: static con-
tents, video-on-demand, synchronized live 
video, as well as collaborative research 
spaces, that often present information as 
isolated and diffuse topics compromising 
the integral learning and research experi-
ence. The "Chips&Salsa" WEB project ad-
dresses this problem by integrating content 
into structured but flexible information 
maps and contextual databases.  It enables 
students to take advantage of the content, 
and turns the WEB portal/gateway into a 
diligent information provider that orders 
the information optimally for their particu-
lar needs. Similarly, it enables researchers to 
have specific and accurate access to the 
most relevant information in their research, 
while establishing knowledge bases, real-
time peer review, and repositories for fu-
ture work and long haul on-going projects. 
It also provides them with virtual labs and 
real-time on-line publishing. The common 
structure of metadata’s organization is the 
double indexing with full text index and 
metadata information related with the con-
tent. The academic and pedagogical inter-
faces, currently under development, will 
interconnect Chip&Salsa with participating 
institutions, members or non-members of 

ISTEC, in order to perform coop-
erative academic activities.

ISTEC and IEEE sign a Memo-
randum of Understanding  
In order to encourage the exchange 
and dissemination of technical infor-
mation, and to promote understand-
ing and cooperation between the 
members of ISTEC and the Institute 
of Electrical and Electronics Engi-
neers, Inc. (IEEE), ISTEC has 
signed a memorandum of under-
standing to undertake efforts includ-
ing, but not limited to: 
 
a. Joint activities - The IEEE and 
ISTEC may, subject to agreement on 
specific items and terms, enter into 
joint projects, and events, such as 
conferences, forums, publications; as 
well as the creation of history, stan-
dards, educational materials, etc.   
Joint activities devoted to preserving 
and sustaining the environment; 
teaching math and science to chil-
dren, improving technology aware-
ness in the general public, and im-
proving the image of engineers and 
the profession will also be explored. 
 
b. The Technical Societies – and 
local Sections – of the IEEE and the 
local country based groups of IS-
TEC are encouraged to develop 
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joint activities, based on additional 
individual agreements, including co-
sponsorship of conferences, joint 
publications, exchange of technical 
papers and lecturers, translations, 
etc. It is anticipated that the IEEE 
Region 9 (Latin America and the 
Caribbean), and the IEEE Sections 
In Spain and Portugal (from IEEE 
Region 8) will represent IEEE in the 
cooperative efforts. 
 
c. Coordination of Technical Meet-
ings  
Plans and schedules for international 
conferences and major events will be 
exchanged between the IEEE and 
ISTEC. 
d. Publications Exchange - By mu-
tual agreement, certain publications 
may be exchanged between the 
IEEE and ISTEC. Both parties 
agree to prominently display sample 
copies of publications by the other 
party in their respective libraries for 
examination and review by mem-
bers.  Members of one organization 
may receive certain publications of 
the other organization at reduced 
rates.  Periodicals, for which reduced 
subscription rates are available to 
one organization's members, will be 
available to the other organization's 
members at a reduction of 20% of 
the non-member rates.  The Pro-
ceedings of the IEEE will be avail-
able to members of ISTEC at the 
"sister-society" rate. Single copy 
publications, for which a reduced 
price is available to one organiza-
tion's members, will be available to 

the other organization's members at a 
reduction of 20% of the non-member 
rate. 
 
The term of this agreement shall be 
for a fixed duration of three (3) years.
